Spirituality of the IOWA2000 Retreat 
The charism of the IOWA2000 Retreat is to lead young people, through prayer
and instruction before the Blessed Sacrament to a personal encounter and
ever-deepening union of heart and mind with the Eucharistic heart of Jesus
Christ. The primary goal of the IOWA2000 Retreat is to inspire and prepare
young people to live and give witness to the Gospel of Our Lord Jesus Christ
especially in this decade of evangelization called by the Holy Father.

Registration
Participants under 18 MUST register in a GROUP, which consists of at
least one youth accompanied by an adult chaperone. A registration
Liability Release & Medical Information form is enclosed. The registration fee is
$50 per participant and per chaperone ($45 if registration is received before
January 15, 2008).  A participant is considered registered only when both com-
pleted forms and the registration fee are received. Each individual participant
must register and complete separate forms. Those interested in participat-
ing are encouraged to pre-register and pay as soon as possible. The
facilities used for this Retreat have a limited capacity. Interested persons
under age 18 who wait to register at the door must sign up through a parish
group or be accompanied by an adult chaperone. Return completed forms and
registration fee as soon as possible and mail no later than February 1, 2008
to the address on the Registration Form. You may also register on-line.
Additional donations to help offset costs are gratefully accepted.
Emergency contact phone number during the retreat will be (515) 779-9274 to
be used for emergencies only. Messages will be checked periodically during the
retreat. 

Chaperones
THERE MUST BE AT LEAST ONE ADULT CHAPERONE FOR EVERY SIX
YOUNG PEOPLE UNDER AGE 18. Chaperones must attend and stay with their
youth for the entire retreat.  Appropriate dress of all participants is expected.
Remember the focus of the weekend is Jesus Christ in the Eucharist.
